YOUTH IN SERVICE PROGRAM SPONSORSHIP INFORMATION
THE PREMISE:

Young people are often recognized and rewarded for outstanding sports and academic achievements, but their ability to volunteer and be viewed as a valuable asset to their communities through service more often goes unnoticed.  Service and volunteerism spans all economic and social circumstances. 


It is a proven fact that young people who routinely engage in this type of activity are less likely to be involved in risky behaviors.  Today’s youth has the energy, imagination and tools to reach out and help their peers, families and their own neighborhoods – and it doesn’t necessarily require money to do so.  It requires a genuine desire to put others’ needs ahead of their own.  Quota International, MS Gulf Coast wants to foster and encourage that sense of caring.

THE PROGRAM:

Quota International of the MS Gulf Coast will recognize and reward local youths, (ages 1st grade to 12th grade) in Harrison, Jackson and Hancock counties for unselfish acts of service, kindness and volunteerism.  Each month, a recipient of the Quota Youth in Service Award will be selected from applications submitted. Winners will be awarded a $100 savings bond, along with a medal of achievement.  From those recipients, an Outstanding Youth in Service of the Year will be awarded with a $1,000 savings bond at an annual presentation event.

PURPOSE:

To encourage and support and recognize youth (ages 1st – 12th grade) who engage, organize and volunteer in service projects in their communities.  This is the basis and core belief of Quota International. 

CATEGORIES:

Service to community

Service to physically challenged

Service to the disadvantaged

Service to school

TARGET GROUPS: (but not limited to) Schools, clubs, family projects, churches,

Boys & Girls Clubs, after-school groups, scouts, sports teams, and home-schooled

CRITERIA:

Youth residing in Harrison, Jackson, or Hancock Counties in grades1-12.

Must have performed the submitted service between September 1, 2007 and August 31, 2009

Application can be submitted at any time during the above referenced period.

Only 1 Youth in Service Award will be selected each month.  A previous recipient may not be selected within the same calendar year.  The monthly award will be a Youth in Service medal, and a $100 US Savings Bond

Only 1 Outstanding Youth in Service of the Year will be selected from the 12 recipients, and awarded a $1,000 Savings Bond.

Applications must be completely filled out, and signed by an adult

Applications will be reviewed by the committee who can choose to seek the advice of area professionals such as educators, social service professionals and Quotarians as needed.  All applications and photos become the property of Quota International, and cannot be returned.

When appropriate and/or possible, the monthly recipient will be presented the award at their school assembly, church, or group meeting.  A photo and press release will be submitted to the local newspapers.

All recipients must agree to allow their photo to be published by Quota International, and that their likeness may be used in future publicity for the program with no additional compensation.  The privacy and safety of each child and their family will be respected, and no personal information will be shared in any publicity efforts.
